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I support the Art Deco Society of Los Angeles' nomination of the
Mountain States Life Building/Yucca Vine Tower designed by
one of our great architects Henry L. Gogerty. This 1929 Art Deco
building was one of Hollywood’s earliest skyscrapers. The
eight-story tower adorned with classical sculpture, contributed to
the development of the Hollywood-Vine commercial district and
was essential to the city’s “Five-Finger Plan.” Please vote to
designate this building a Cultural Historic Monument. Historic
structures are becoming scarcer in Los Angeles. It is time to act to
preserve what is left of our cultural and architectural heritage. If
you have taken our Art Deco Hollywood Boulevard tour, then
you've seen this glorious white tower just north of Hollywood
Boulevard at Vine Street. To our surprise, it had never been
landmarked, so we are giving it a go now! Please do the right
thing! Destruction of this irreplaceable structure is not progress.
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
