By itself
and in collaboration with government agencies and other nonprofits, Gettlove continues to enlarge
its embrace of these homeless neighbors through direct provision of food, clothing, temporary
housing and communicative friendship; and

WHEREAS, Gettlove’s effective “Companionship” approach to case management
and counseling navigates the complexities of available services and resources often too difficult for
those chronically neglected, isolated and alienated to pursue by themselves; and

WHEREAS, Aileen is a powerful partner and believer in the Hollywood community’s
determination to create a future wherein the all our neighbors have homes and continue fo live in
our midst with the peace and harmony only possible through the acceptance and love of an entire
community towards all its members; and
