PERU VILLAGE
Initiative presented on December 11th of 2012 to the City of Los Angeles

Proposed Initiative:; The Peruvian American community in Los Angeles is presenting the
initiative for naming a section of Vine Street, between Melrose Avenue and Sunset Boulevard in
Los Angeles as “PERU VILLAGE”

Our initiative requests recognition of Peru Village similar to Thai Town and the El Salvador
Community Corridor among other ethnic enclaves. We want to be included in the defined
cultural diversity of this cosmopolitan city that welcomes people from over 140 countries. We
already have several well-established businesses in this area that have been in existence for
several years. We have also received support from well-over the required 500 signatures from
the designated community, and the Hollywood Chamber of Commerce. This area is an
equidistant hub where the Peruvian community gathers, since we live and work all over Los
Angeles.

Peruvian Americans strongly believe that by giving our ethnic group recognition by officially
proclaiming to be equally as important as any other group in this diverse city, will be an
important step for our community and an opportunity to promote Peruvian culture and to bring
new investments to the proposed area.

Boundary Description: To the noith, Sunset Boulevard to the north side of the boulevard, to the
west, Wilcox Avenue to the west side of the avenue, to the south, Melrose Avenue to the south
side of avenue, to the east, Gower Street on the east side of street in the city of Los Angeles.

Legal Precedent: In 2012, Sacramento passed Bill ACR 126 through which the name “Corredor
Salvadorefio” was granted to a sector of the City of Los Angeles, creating a precedent for other
countries that wish to obtain a community denomination.

ACR 126 specifies that:

The City of Los Angeles, which represents over three million residents and prides itself in
cultural diversity, aims fo include all of its citizens in community affairs.

Located in Southern California, Los Angeles is one of the world’s major global cities, and is
hub of shipping, manufacturing, and financial industries. Los Angeles is also world-renowned in
the entertainment and communications fields.

Los Angeles is one of the only two United States cifies without a majorily population; people
Jrom 140 countries, who speak approximately 86 languages, currently call Los Angeles home.
Naming a geographic area is a fundamental way of expressing cultural values of a community.

Justification: The Latino community is a growing economic and cultural force in Los Angeles,
California, and the nation at large. Peruvian Americans are a burgeoning community in
California, New York, New Jersey, and Florida. Peru is one of the top 10 Latin American
countries represented in this city and injects millions of dollars a year into the California



economy through taxes and spending in the private sector. These figures are found in the
attached Demographics document. This does not include the nearly 9 billion dollars annualty the
United States trades with Peru as a free trade partner since 2006 according to the United States-
Peru Trade Promotion Agreement (PTPA}.

Along with the expanding economic tmpact, Peru’s rich culture is weaved within our society.
From our iconic earflap hats found on every other Angeleno, to the numerous trendy Peruvian
restaurants throughout the city, many concentrated in the denoted area, we have much to offer
along with the cultures of over 140 countries found in this great city of ours. Descendants, of the
birthplace of the Incan Empire and home to the majestic Incan fortress Machu Picchu and
impressive Nazca Lines, Peruvian Americans pride themselves with generations of significant
cultural heritage that should not be forgotten. Peru’s rich soil is able to sustain over 3,000
different types of potatoes created through centuries of genetic agricultural work from our pre-
Hispanic cultures and because of its unique geographic placement in the highlands of the Andes
Mountains. Peru ts a racial kaleidoscope of indigenous, mestizo, white, african, and various asian
backgrounds that make Peru a unique population with the ability to network easily across
cultures and backgrounds which is 2 now a need in the melting pot that is Los Angeles.

Naming Peru Village would be a celebration of cultural values of a community as many other
cultural centers in our city are with our already existent multi-cultural communities. Many
cultures have long standing and emblematic areas in this city, including Chinatown, Thai Town
and Little Armenta, among others. El Salvador Community Corridor was recently adopted and
has made giant strides to bridge services and economic growth in its community. 1t sets a
precedent for other communities to organize and create economic sustainability in the form of
small-businesses and continued education. It 1s through unity and partnerships that the evolving
needs are met and innovation necessary to create economic growth is derived. Peru Village
would be an opportunity for Los Angeles and California to proactively establish an economic
center where Peruvian- Americans in Los Angeles can create commerce centers and facilitate
concentrated financial partnerships overseas with Peru and other South American nations that are
also experiencing growth, as well as a focused area that will represent the richness of Peruvian
Culture which is a magnet itself to people from all 7 continents.

Peruvian Americans strongly believe that by giving our ethnic group recognition by officially
proclaiming to be equally as important as any other group in this diverse city, will be an
important step for our community and an opportunity to promote Peruvian culture, cross-
culturalism in Los Angeles, and to bring new investments to the proposed area, Peruvians were
one of the first migrant groups to come to California during the establishment of this state, and
have contributed to the west coast from mining to wool and produce, with growing trade
partnerships in our country of origin, Peru.



Many Peruvian-Americans have been recognized for their numerous contributions in
gastronomy, the arts, sports, science, literature, economics and many other inteflectual arenas.
Chef Ricardo Zarate with his restaurants Mo-Chica and Picca is a more recently recognized
Peruvian in gastronomy. Late Peruvian indigenous immigrant, Yma Sumac, was a famous
actress and singer recognized for her incredible vocal range. Peruvians in opera include tenor,
Juan Diego Florez. Daniel Alarcon, internationally recognized Peruvian American writer, female
world champion boxer Kina Malpartida, tennis player Alex Olmedo, astronaut Carlos Noriega,
just to name a few. In the arts, cinema directors Javier Fuentes Ledn, Ricardo de Montreuil, Julio
Ramos, actors Q’Orianka Kilcher, and Benjamin Bratt. Marlene Dermer, the cultural promoter of
Latin America cinema, founder, and director of the Los Angeles Latino International Film
Festival (LALIFF) constantly promotes the culture of various Latin countries in the arts. These
are all Peruvian Americans who have not only contributed to various genres but also call Los
Angeles, home.

Hollywood Chamber of Commerce has warmly welcomed our initiative, as well as business and
people residing in the proposed area, and local Peruvian American business people who are
already looking into moving their business location to the area where Peru Village would exist.
We can foresee establishing partnerships with parking structures in locations such as the Arclight
among other possibilities in the area to bring the right business that will enhance and revitalize
the Hollywood proposed area without conflicting with its development plans and flow. The
Peruvian American community has the mission to make PERU VILLAGE, the New LA Wonder.

In conclusion, the implementation of PERU VILLAGE initiative will enable us to have a greater
impact socially, culturally and economically. This is accomplished by working as a community
versus separate businesses. In this manner, PERU VILLAGE, similar to other cultural centers,
can become magnets for new investments, creating jobs in the proposed area, and foremost,
giving back to the country that has welcomed us.

In the United States, Peru is in the top 10 of the most represented groups of Latinos with
voting and purchasing power. It is an important group of Latinos as Peru is one of the
fastest growing economies in the world with the potential to establish important trade ties
with California and the United States in its main trade center states where most Peruvians
reside including New York, New Jersey, Florida, Texas, Connecticut and California
which has benefited from large-scale port trade for decades on end. California has been
the state with the most Peruvian-Americans, only recently surpassed by Florida, followed
closely by New Jersey and New York. Many project the population to double in the next
15 years.

In the last two decades, the population of Latinos of Peruvian origin in the United States
has grown 30% according to the Pew Research Center, a nonpartisan organization. There
are well over 100,000 Latinos of Peruvian origin in California, concentrated in the City of
Los Angeles, with over half a million Peruvians in the United States in Metropolitan
Areas, according to the census 2010. Many other private studies within the Peruvian
community estimate the figure to be well over 200,000 and growing. It is important to
note the cultural and racial considerations that are not factored in with many Peruvians
that are of Asian descent including a large number of Japanese, Chinese, Korean, and
Thai-Peruvians. Many Peruvians identify themselves as white. There are Afro-Peruvian
Americans that may not factor in the statistics because of the census form structure and
questions. This also underestimates figures with growing second and third generation
Peruvian-Americans, The Peruvian community is composed of various racial and cultural
influences making it unique and advantageous for creating networks across communities.

The considerations for economic influence of Hispanics today are very important with the
hundreds of dollars that Latinos contribute to the US economy. Just here in California, by
2008 the Peruvian population was contributing 3 billion dollars in taxable income and
purchasing power. According to the Center for Latin American, Caribbean and Latino



Studies statistics from the 20% of the households make between 110 and 200 thousand,
another 6% are 200 thousand and more. 63% of Peruvian households make 50k or more,
72% make 40k or more. Most Peruvians in the United States are part of the middle or
upper-middle class. The primary sources of income for Peruvians are start-up small
businesses, self-employment and the financial sector.

Specific traits that characterize the Peruvian immigrant in the United States are the
educational attainment, English proficiency upon immersion, and low poverty status.
These statistics are impressive considering the majority were born in Peru.
Approximately 32% of Peruvians attain higher levels of education with at least one
bachelor’s degree compared to other Hispanics at 13%. In 2008, 52% of Peruvian
Women, 25 years of age and older had graduated from college with BA

degrees. Approximately 60% of Peruvians of all ages speak English at a proficient level,
and it is important to note that nearly 67% are born in Peru. Peruvians have a lower
poverty rate than that of the United States general population at 14% compared to 15%,
respectively. This is significantly less than the National Hispanic rate that is at 25%,
unfortunately. The distribution of Peruvians is balanced and equitable with a male
female ratio comparable to that of the general US population and the median age being
34 years for Peruvians, The importance of these statistics demonstrates the aggregate
contribution to society and potential over time with second and third generation Peruvian
potential.
