Cynthia Ann Telles has been on the faculty of the UCLA School of Medicine, Department of
Psychiatry since- 1986. She is the Director of the UCLA Neuropsychiatric institute Spanish-
speaking Psychosocial Clinic where she is responsible for managing the clinical operations of
this model psychiatric' clinic, as well as the training and research.

Dr. Telles has extensive experience serving on corporate boards, as well as governmental
commissions and civic/philanthropic organization boards. Since April 2010, she has served on
the Board of Directors of General Motors Co. For approximately a decade, she has been a
member of the Board of Kaiser Foundation Health Plan and Hospitals (Kaiser Permanente), the
largest, not-for-profit health care system in the United States (approximately $50 billion annual
operating revenue). She is a member of the Executive and Audit Committees and, most
importantly, serves as the Chair of the Community Benefit Committee, which formulates policy
and approves the allocation of approximately $2 billion in charitable contributions and
community health investments, As Chair of Community Benefit, she also oversees the research
activities and environmental stewardship initiatives of Kaiser Permanente. Dr. Telles served on
the Board of Directors of Burlington Northern Santa Fe Corporation whose subsidiary BNSF
Railway Company operates one of the largest railroads in North America. Additionally, between
2006-2010, she was a.founding Board member of Americas United Bank, the first Hispanic
commercial bank to be chartered in California in over 30 years. Between 1994 -2002, she served
on the Board of Directors of SANWA Bank California aka United Cailfornsa Bank {approximately
$8 billion in assets and 100 branches).

Telles has held several governmental and public service appointments. She currently serves
on the White House Commission on Presidential Scholars to which she was appointed by
President Barak Obama in 2010. Between 1998-2001 and currently, she appointed to the White
House Fellows Regional Selection Panel. She served as Commissioner of the City of Los Angeles
for 13 years. Between 2004-2006, she was the Vice President of the Board of Library
Commissioners and previously was elected President of the Commission on the Status of
Women {1994-1999). Dr. Telles also was elected Vice President of the City of Los Angeles Ethics
Commission (1990-1994) and served as a member of the Commission on Children, Youth and
Their Families (1999-2001). Between 1994-2005, she served as a member of the Los Angeles
Police Department Board of Rights. Telles also was appointed Commissioner by the Los Angeles
County Board of Supervisors and elected Chair of the Los Angeles County Task Force on the



Incarceration of the Mentally Il (1991-1993). During the Clinton Administration, she was
appointed to the National Advisory Council of the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services
Administration (U.S. Department of Health and Human Services). Previously, she served on the
advisory group to the Presidential Task Force on Health Care Reform.

Dr. Telles has played a significant role in national and local philanthropic organizations.
Currently, she is Chair of the California Community Foundation where she has served on the
board since 2004. Between 2001-2010, she was on the Board of Directors of The Califoria
Endowment, the largest heaith foundation in California; she served as the Board Chair {2004-
2006) and previously was elected Vice-Chair (2002-2004). Additionally, Telles has had extensive
experience serving on the boards of numerous non-profit and civic organizations. She is
currently a member of the Board of the Pacific Council on International Policy, the Music
Center (Performing Arts Center of Los Angeles County), LA Plaza de Cultura y Artes and the Los
Angeles Police Memorial Foundation. Previously, Telles served on the Boards of the Public
Policy Institute of California, the National Alliance for Hispanic Heaith, Pitzer College, and
Rosalyn Carter's Mental Health Task Force, Carter Center (Atlanta), Goodwili Industries of
Southern California, the National Conference of Christians and Jews and the Crippled
Children's Society.

Throughout her career, Telles has received many awards and commendations from
organizations and governmental entities across the Nation, including the Visionaries
Award/Excellence in Community Leadership from the Los Angeles Region Chamber of
Commerce; Women of Courage Award from the City of Los Angeles; the YWCA Silver
Achievement Award; the Coro Foundation Public Affairs Award; Leadership Award, National
Hispanic Medical Association/National Hispanic Health Foundation; the Mexican American Bar
Foundation Pioneer for Justice Award; the Women of Achievement Award from "Women For";
Trustee of the Year Award, National Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, New York; Firsi Annual
Achievement Award for Mental Health Public Service, American Psychological Association MFP;
Community Service Award, Hispanics in Philanthropy; Civic and Community Leadership Award,
National Network of Hispanic Women; LULAC Community Service Award; Humanitarian Award,
East Los Angeles Coliege; Congressional Recognition for Outstanding Community Service;
Business and Community Service Recognition from the California State Legislature;
Proclamation for Outstanding Contribution to the City of Los Angeles by the City Council and
many other honors from federal and local governments. Dr. Telles also was selected by
Hispanic Business Magazine as one of the 100 Most Influential Hispanics in the Nation in 2006
and again in 2010.

Telles has many publications in scientific journals. She has made numerous presentations
on health and mental health delivered at national and international scientific meetings.

Dr. Telies received a B.A. from Smith College in Northampton, Massachusetts and a Ph.D. in
Clinical Psychology from Boston University.
