The symposium, which was scheduled to have been
held March 20, 2014, explores and addresses issues of post-traumatic stress syndrome, mental
health, conducting intuitive, and thorough field investigations, and how to be more effective and
resourceful using symposium training.

At its meeting held March 28, 2014, the Public Safety Committee recommended that Council
authorize LAPD to accept this donation.
