LLOS ANGELES FIRE DEPARTMENT

SUMMARY

On November 6, 2013, the Fire Department (LAFD) received a grant award in the amount of
$807,285 for the 2013 Port Security Grant Program (PSGP) through the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), for the performance period of September 1, 2013 through August
31, 2015. On February 4, 2014, the Board of Fire Commissioners approved the Fire
Depariment's (LAFD) report dated January 9, 2014, requesting that the Mayor and City Council
authorize the Fire Chief to accept the award.

This is a 75 percent reimbursement grant, with a 25 percent cost match provided by the grant
recipient. The total amount of the grant award is $807,285, of which $605,464 of the tfotal
expenditures will be reimbursed to LAFD by FEMA and $201,821 funded by the City. The PSGP
requires that funds be reimbursed after the actual payment of expenditures is made, and the
appropriate documentation supporting these expenditures is submitted. As the Depattment
incurs expenses from this program, expenditures will be reimbursed on an ongoing basis.

The Port of Los Angeles has been identified as an area of significant risk and exposure fo
terrorism and non-terrorism-caused Weapons of Mass Destruction and Chemical, Biological,
Radiological, Nuclear and Explosives (WMD/CBRNE) incidents of national significance. This
PSGP Grant will address this risk by training LAFD personnel for incidents involving the use of
CBRNE agents, and aiso provides funding for Marine Response Training, which includes
command and control of maritime incidents, vessel operator tactics/training and other marine
firefighting training.

The CBRNE portion of the grant-approved training focuses on Hazardous Materials (HazMat)
training. The training will provide LAFD personnel the appropriate level of training to remain
certified to meet local/stateffederal requirements. Coe Ly
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The Marine Response Training portion of the grant is designed to improve the preparedness
prevention, response and recovery capability of the LAFD to a maritime incident within or outside
the Port of Los Angeles/Long Beach (POLA/LB). Additionally, this training will enhance the safety
and security of POLA/LB from a major emergency event or potential terrorist attack against
commercial vessel traffic.

Of the total grant award, $292 500 is designated for CBRNE hazardous materiais training,
$382,885 for marine response training and $131,800 for marine response equipment. The LAFD
has sufficient funds within its 2013-14 Operating Expenses Account to meet the current fiscal
year match requirement of $32,975 to purchase response equipment. The remaining cost match
of $168,846 to be expended next fiscal year for training will be absorbed within the Department's
2014-15 budget.

RECOMMENDATIONS
That the City Council, subject to the approval of the Mayor:

1. Authorize the Fire Chief to accept the Federal Emergency Management Agency award of
the 2013 Port Security Grant Program to receive reimbursement for training and training
consumables purchased through the grant in the amount of $807,285, for a grant term
from September 1, 2013 through August 31, 2015, subject to the review and approval of
the City Attorney as to form and legality;

2. Authorize the Controller to establish an appropriation account, Account to be determined,
within Department 38, Fund 335, for the disbursement of the 2013 Port Security Grant
funds as supported by documentation submitted by the LAFD, subject to the approval of
the City Administrative Officer;

3. Authorize the Fire Chief to expend up to the grant amount of $807,285 in accordance with
the grant award agreement, of which up to $675,385 will be expended from various salary
accounts for backfill and overtime costs and up to $131,900 for training supplies, travel
and tuition to be fuily reimbursed by this grant;

4. Authorize the Controller to transfer up to $131,900 from Department 38, Fund 100,
Account 6020 (Operating Expenses) to Department 38, Fund 335, Account o be
determined, to support the necessary expenses for training supplies, travel and tuition that
will be reimbursed by this grant;

5. Authorize the Controller to transfer 2013 Port Security Grant funds from Department 38,
Fund 335/38, Account to be determined fo Department 38, Fund No. 100, various
accounts, based upon submission of proper documentation by the LAFD of actual costs
incurred, subject to the review and approval of the City Administrative Officer, through the
end of the grant term of August 31, 2015;
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6. Authorize the Controller to transfer the uncommitted balance of advanced funds as
referenced in Recommendation No. 5, as of June 1, 2014, from Department 38, Fund 335,
Account to be determined, to Depariment 38, Fund 100, Account 6020 (Operating
Expenses); and

7. Authorize the LAFD to prepare Controller’s instructions for any technical adjustments,
subject to the approval of the City Administrative Officer, and authorize the Controller to
implement the instructions.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT

This is a 25 percent cost-share grant, with all funds expended from the Department's General
Fund accounts in advance, and -75 percent of the total expenditures reimbursed fo the
Department by the Federal Emergency Management Agency. The Department has sufficient
funds in the 2013-14 Operating Expenses Account to cover the grant cost match of approximately
$33,000 for response equipment purchases, and will absorb within its 2014-15 budget the cost
match of approximately $169,000 for training. Approval of the recommendations in this report are
in compliance with the City’s Financial Policies as all eligible program costs are reimbursed by the
grant to support the Fire Department’s Port Security mission.

SUMMARY

On June 21, 2013, the Los Angeles Fire Department (LAFD) submitted an application
for the FY2013 Port Security Grant Program (PSGP) to the Depariment of Homeland
Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). The purpose of the PSGP
is fo strengthen the nation's critical infrastructure against risks associated with potential
terrorist attacks and enhance the response within the jurisdiction. On November 6,
2013, the LAFD received a grant award of $807,285 (see Attachment). The
performance period for the FY2013 PSGP is September 1, 2013 through August 31,
2015.

The FY2013 PSGP provides the LAFD an opportunity to build upon prior participation in
the Port Security Grant Program (BFC 12-131; C.F. 10-1955-81; BFC 13-093; C.F. 13-
1302). 1t also leverages the training and equipment obtained under other grant
programs, such as the Urban Area Security Initiative and the State Homeland Security.

The primary activity supported by this investment involves sustainment of Chemical,
Biological, Nuclear, Radiological and Explosives (CBRNE) response capabilities and
improved Marine Response activities. The training of LAFD first responders in these
areas enhances their capabilities and effectiveness in response to incidents in the Port
of Los Angeles area. These grant funds also ensure that effective LAFD responses will
result in quicker recovery of the Port of Los Angeles to normal operations.
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The FY2013 PSGP is a 75% reimbursement grant, with a 25% cost match provided by
the grant recipient. The total amount of the grant award is $807,285, of which $605 464
will be funded by the Federal government and $201,821 by the City General Fund. The
LAFD has sufficient funds within its FY2013-14 Operating Expenses Account to meet
the current fiscal year cost match requirement of $32,975 to purchase response
equipment. The cost match of $168,846 to be expended next fiscal year for training will
be absorbed within the LAFD FY2014-15 budget. A breakdown of costs by fiscal year is

The PSGP requires that funds be reimbursed after the actual payment of expenditures
is made, and that appropriate documentation supporting these expenditures is
submitted. As the LAFD incurs expenses from this program, expenditures will be
reimbursed by FEMA on an ongoing basis.

RECOMMENDATIONS

2. Authorize the Fire Chief to accept the Federal Emergency Management Agency
award of FY2013 PSGP grant funds in the amount of $807,285 for the term of
September 1, 2013 through August 31, 2015.

3. Authorize the LAFD to expend up fo the amount of $807,285 in accordance with the
grant award agreement, of which up to $675,385 will be spent from various salary
accounts to cover backfill and overtime costs; and up to $131,900 for supplies,
equipment, travel and tuition to be fully reimbursed by this grant.
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4. Authorize the Controller to transfer up to $131,900 from Department 38, Fund 100,
Account 006020 (Operating Expenses) to Department 38, Fund 335, Account o be
established, to support the necessary expense and purchase of equipment items,
travel, and tuition that will be reimbursed by this grant.

5. Authorize the LAFD to deposit advance grant funds and/or reimbursements into
Department 38, Fund 335, Account to be established.

8. Authorize the Controller to transfer grant funds reimbursed, from Department 38,
' Fund 335, Account to be established, to Department 38, Fund 100, various
accounts, based on the LAFD’s submissions fo the CAQ documenting actual costs
incurred as part of the FY2013 PSGP, through the end of the grant term of
August 31, 2015, ,

7. Authorize the Controller to transfer the uncommitted balance of advanced funds, as
referenced in Recommendation No. 5, as of June 1, 2014, from Department 38,
Fund 335, Account to be established, to Department 38, Fund 100, Account 006020.

8. Authorize the LAFD to prepare Controller’s instructions for any technical
adjustments, subject to the approval of the CAO, and authorize and instruct the
Controller to implement the instructions.

FISCAL IMPACT

The FY2013 Port Security Grant Program is a 25% cost-share grant, with all funds

~ expended from LAFD General Fund accounts in advance, and 75% of the total
expenditures reimbursed to the LAFD by the Federal Emergency Management Agency.
The LAFD has sufficient funds in its FY2013-14 Operating Expenses Account to cover
the grant cost match of approximately $33,000 for response equipment purchases, and
will absorb, within the FY2014-15 budget the cost match of approximately $169,000 for
~training.-
