As requested by City Council, this Office has prepared and now transmits for 
your consideration the two enclosed draft ordinances, approved as to form and legality. 
The first draft ordinance adds Article 4 to Chapter X of the Los Angeles Municipal Code 
(LAMC) to regulate commercial cannabis activities in the City. The second draft 
ordinance establishes rules and regulations to support the City’s implementation and 
administration of the new commercial cannabis activities regulations. This Office 
prepared the two draft ordinances consistent with the City Council’s previous directions, 
the most recently of which was adopted on October 31, 2017 (Council File No. 14-0366- 
S4). This Office will make changes to both draft ordinances as requested by future City 
Council action.

Copies of the draft ordinances were sent, pursuant to Council Rule 38, to the 
Department of Cannabis Regulation, the Los Angeles Police Department, the Planning
