
ORDINANCE NO. 184261

An ordinance amending Section 4.230 of the Los Angeles Administrative Code, 
pertaining to mileage reimbursement, to provide updated language regarding the date 
upon which the Internal Revenue Service may determine the standard car mileage 
allowance.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES 
DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1 Section 4.230 of the Los Angeles Administrative Code is amended to 
read as follows:

Each officer or employee who is authorized to use his/her own vehicle in 
the performance of his/her duties shall be reimbursed for transportation 
expenses for all miles travelled in any bi-weekly period, in addition to any and all 
salaries and other compensation otherwise provided for by law. The cents-per- 
mile reimbursement rate shall be in accordance to an amount equal to the annual 
standard car mileage allowance as determined by the Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS). The Director of the Office of Administrative and Research Services (City 
Administrative Officer) shall certify to the Controller appropriate changes, if 
required, to become effective the beginning of the pay period in which January 1 
falls, or on such date as the IRS determines

Sec. 2. This ordinance shall be operative upon publication pursuant to Charter 
Section 252(g).
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Sec. 3. The City Clerk shall certify to the passage of this ordinance and have it 
published in accordance with Council policy, either in a daily newspaper circulated in 
the City of Los Angeles or by posting for ten days in three public places in the City of 
Los Angeles: one copy on the bulletin board located at the Main Street entrance to the 
Los Angeles City Hall; one copy on the bulletin board located at the Main Street 
entrance to the Los Angeles City Hall East; and one copy on the bulletin board located 
at the Temple Street entrance to the Los Angeles County Hall of Records.
