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On Behalf of the Communities being impacted by this File,
Elysian Valley Riverside Neighborhood Council would like to
remind all our elected Council Members that a commitment to
serve and protect the well being of all the long time residents is a
priority that will be referenced and required to be funded from a
separate funding source. Essential to establish to provide for the
patrolling and safety while using access through near by
communities such as Elysian Valley, Cypress Park and Glassel
Park. This is a commitment that we will look to remind all the
voting members. To provide for the welfare and safety of all
residents now and in the future is why we are recommending more
open Green Spaces. Water quality for the Los Angeles River
should be made public and accessible to everyone entering the
river shores and its future outdoor recreation services.
Communities' needs and safety will be the selling point for this
project. Looking forward to hearing a real discussion on how to
achieve the stated goals. Local Transportation impacts for the
moment is not mentioned on the IFR study. Saying that we want
to promote walking or biking options only is also not possible as
the given access streets are not discussed in the IFR study.



were not informed. We have reviewed the data your consultants collected in the
IFR’s appendices and we cannot determine what demographic strategy was
used to ensure statistical significance in collecting this data. Qur area is
under-represented.

Conclusion
As the elected body, who represents local concerns of the of 7,000 residents of
Elysian Valley, 60% of which are Latino, 20% Asian, and over 50% are renters. We

hope City leaders will look closely at this project and rationalize it with the needs of our
residents who live in a historic flood basin.

We urge you to answer our concerns and make sure they are included in your final
report, before adoption on June 29, 2022 and certainly before implementation.

We recommend holding a Community Meeting on our side of the Los Angeles Rlver, so
that you and your department may speak to neighbors and listen to their concerns.

Until then, We oppose all three concepts and urge you to start over, working directly
with the neighborhood councils, park advisory boards and CAO to identify surplus city
owned property away from the river’s edge, to address our community’s critical need

for affordable housing, clean air, clean water and clean soil and other quality of life
issues mentioned above.
