The Community Forest Advisory Committee (CFAC) supports the CF 15-0499-S2 motion presented by 
Councilmember Marqueece Harris-Dawson, and we are submitting the following summary of recommended 
considerations in the development of the report requested in the motion.

We thank Councilmember Harris-Dawson and contributors for putting forth this important 
motion. History has shown us that the details as well as expediency in implementation are key 
to distinguishing between rhetoric and action.  In these times when climate change is already 
promising more frequent and intense heat waves coupled with a state of extreme drought, it is 
more critical than ever to be protecting, better caring for, and growing our existing urban tree 
canopy - for our health and our very existence.  Yet we are continually presented with the 
misleading option of choosing between housing needs or maintaining our tree canopy. This is 
a false choice as thoughtful multi-benefit design can provide both. The loss of our mature tree 
canopy cannot be replaced by planting more young trees. If they survive at all, it takes several 
decades for young trees to grow the shade provided by mature trees with large canopies, and 
Ze VimSl\ don¶W haYe Whe lX[XU\ of Wime. 

We are looking to you, our leaders, to take bold policy steps and improve funding, in order to protect this 
precious and vital resource.
