ORDINANCE & RESOLUTION: GRANADA HILLS CHARTER SCHOOL SITE

The subject action changes the underlying General Plan land use designation from Low
Residential to Community Commercial, and the zone from A2-1 to [QJC2-1VL. The action
pertains to a site that is currently occupied by the Granada Hills Charter School and has been
used as a school campus for a number of years.
