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Honorable Members:

On July 1, 2016, this Office transmitted a report and draft ordinance amending 
Section 103.205 of the Los Angeles Municipal Code (LAMC) related to the issuance of 
police permits to Massage Businesses. (See Report No. R16-0219; Ordinance No. 
184444.)

On August 10, 2016, the City Council voted to adopt the draft ordinance 
amending LAMC Section 103.205. However, the language of the draft ordinance 
changed only one subsection of LAMC Section 103.205(b)2, rather than the entirety of 
Section 103.205(b)2 in the manner intended. This Office now transmits a revised draft 
ordinance, approved as to form and legality, to effect the original intention of the 
amendment, i.e., to eliminate all of the additional application requirements for Massage 
Establishments and Out-Call Massage Businesses provided for in LAMC Section 
103.205(b)2, except those provided in Subparagraph (x).

A copy of the revised draft ordinance was sent, pursuant to Council Rule 38, to 
the Los Angeles Police Commission and the Los Angeles Police Department with a 
request that any comments be presented directly to City Council or its Committees 
when this matter is considered.
