Honorable Members:

As requested by the City Council, this Office has prepared and now transmits for 
your consideration the enclosed draft ordinance approved as to form and legality. This 
draft ordinance amends Chapter 5 of Division 5 of the Los Angeles Administrative Code 
(Administrative Code) in order to create a Medi-Cal Intergovernmental Transfer 
Program Trust Fund (Fund) within the City Treasury. The purpose of this Fund is the 
deposit of monies received from the State of California Department of Health Care 
Services, or its contracted Health Care Plans, for the Los Angeles Fire Department to 
provide emergency medical and ambulance transport and health care services in 
accordance with California Welfare and institutions Code Section 14301.4 or successor 
section. The Fire Department shall be responsible for administering the Fund. 
Expenditures from the Fund require prior authorization from the City Council. All 
accrued interest from money deposited into the Fund shall be credited to the Fund
