‭Council at Brotherhood Crusade. Unfortunately, the hateful and offensive language minimizes‬
‭their engagement because it does not contribute to meaningful dialogue or the learning‬
‭opportunity that can present itself.‬

‭In closing, public meetings should prioritize constructive and meaningful engagement, and this‬
‭type of behavior must not be normalized in any public forum. Council Chambers should be a‬
‭space where all participants feel safe and where respectful dialogue is the standard. We strongly‬
‭urge Councilmembers to establish and enforce clear standards to restore order and ensure a‬
‭productive environment for public discourse.‬
