The LAPD is seeking approval for the budget modification totaling $212,429 within the 2017 
DNA Capacity Enhancement and Backlog Reduction Program Grant. The United States 
Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs has approved funds to be transferred 
from the Personnel budget category to Equipment, Travel, and Other budget categories. The 
modification will allow the Department to fund the purchase of three genetic profiling 
instruments which are approved by the National DNA Index System, one capacity upgrade for an 
existing automated liquid handler, one laboratory bench for an existing automated extraction 
instrument, and one additional centrifuge for the recovery of DNA from firearms cartridges and 
expended cartridge casings. The equipment and upgrade purchases will result in greater sample 
throughput and improve efficiency in recovering DNA for genetic profiling. In addition, the 
LAPD is requesting to increase the Travel budget to cover the costs of attending additional 
training opportunities.

Personnel
($212,429.00) LAPD is requesting the transfer from the Personnel category to the Equipment 

category (to purchase new instruments, expand the capacity of an existing 
instrument and to provide a housing cabinet for another existing instrument) and 
the Travel categories (to fund increased costs). As stated in the PMT reported up 
through June 30, 2019, 1015 cases have already been worked with this award- 
funded overtime, exceeding the goal of 522 cases identified in the original award 
application. In addition to the validation projects already listed on the original 
application, the overtime will be used to fund field collection of evidence samples 
for potential DNA, and to evaluate and validate an automated liquid sampler 
instrument and a procedural modification for bone evidence sampling, among 
other validation projects.

Travel
$4,065.00 LAPD is requesting to adjust the number of personnel sent to various training 

opportunities from the prior goal of 45 personnel sent to ten training events to 40 
personnel sent to eleven training events. The increase in Travel budget is due to 
shifting staff attendance toward travel events at a greater distance. This increase 
is made possible primarily through the decrease in the Personnel (overtime) 
category.

Equipment
$205,799.00 LAPD is requesting to eliminate the purchase of an automated sample lysing 

instrument from this award (the instrument was purchased under the prior award 
through an approved budget modification) and will instead purchase three genetic 
profiling instruments to replace existing, aging instruments via a purchase order 
using an Annual Requirements Contract the City of Los Angeles have with Life 
Technologies Corporation. LAPD is also requesting approval to purchase an 
expansion of the capacity of an existing automated liquid handling instrument, 
and a bench cabinet to house an existing automated extraction instrument. The 
instrument, equipment and upgrade purchases will result in greater sample 
throughput. This modification will result in a net increase in the Equipment



category made possible primarily through the decrease in the Personnel 
(overtime) category.

Other
$2,565.00 LAPD is requesting to utilize an additional $2,565 to purchase an additional 

centrifuge for use in a newly-adopted soaking technique for the recovery of DNA 
from firearms cartridges and expended cartridge casings; thereby improving 
efficiency in recovering DNA for genetic profiling. This figure is also adjusted 
due to shifting staff attendance toward training events with lower registration 
expenses.

Narrative

The Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) Serology/DNA Unit (SDU) is requesting overtime funding equivalent to approximately 133 hours in a variety of staff positions in Calendar Year 
(CY) 2018.

The overtime funding supported casework for 31 full-time Criminalists (375 hours) at overtime rates ranging from $47.i2/hourto $97.28/hour, and 2 Laboratory Technicians (37 hours) at 
overtime rates of $33.30/hourand $53.19/hour for approximate total of 412 hours. Analytical staff were directly involved in the processing, screening, analysis, and interpretation of 
forensic DNA cases, the processing of evidence returned from contractual laboratories, as well as the review and uploading of any CoDlS-eiigible profiles, if cases worked with program 
award overtime is on average $1000 per case, then the estimated number of cases expected to be worked would be approximately 36 cases in CY 2018. 87 cases were actually worked 
with this award-funded overtime.

Overtime funding also supported management of grant related activities in Calendar Year 2018, for 19 hours at an overtime rate of $73.68/hour for Management Analysts II Doan (as a 
grant manager for the administrative aspects of the grant). Responsibilities included the tracking of all grant-funded DNA overtime by analysts and processing orders of grant-funded DNA 
equipment purchases and travel and training.

Casework and validation overtime was made available to all Criminalists and Laboratory Technicians. Criminalists Antaya, Bittbauer, Broderick, Cabrai, Calderaro, Do, Donnelly, Dooley,

Criminalists Rosner, Calderaro and Zepeda attended the National CoDIS Conference.

These training events provide DNA Criminalists with the annual DNA training required by the current version of the "FBI Quality Assurance Standards Audit for Forensic DNA Testing 
Laboratories" document (utilized by ASCLD/LAB and other forensic accrediting bodies when accrediting forensic DNA laboratories) or provide trainees with additional background to 
prepare for independent DNA casework. In addition, the training events allow Criminalists to remain current on salient topics in forensic science, including those with a potential to 
improve productivity without sacrificing quality.

Lodging listed is based on the specified GSA rate for the location and the time period of the training event, and is increased by 10% for associated taxes.

The Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) Serology/DNA Unit (SDU) is requesting overtime funding equivalent to approximately 4572 hours in a variety of staff positions in Calendar Year 
(CY) 2019.

The overtime funding will support DNA laboratory casework for as many as 86 full-time Criminalists and 2 Firearms Examiners at overtime rates ranging up to $99.87/hour, and 11 
Laboratory Technicians at overtime rates ranging up to $56.38/hour for approximate total of 4272 hours. These analytical staff are directly involved in the field collection of potential DNA 
evidence samples, processing, screening, analysis, and interpretation of forensic DNA cases, the processing of evidence from the coroner office or returned from contractual laboratories, 
as well as the review and uploading of any CoDlS-eligible profiles.

4272 hours at $99.87/hour totals approximately $426,644. Using the average cost of $1,000 per case, the estimated number of cases to be worked would be approximately 426 cases in 
CY 2019. As stated in the PMT reported up through June 30, 2019,1015 cases have already been worked with this award-funded overtime, exceeding the goal of 522 cases identified in 
the original award application.

The LAPD is budgeting 200 hours of overtime at a rate of up to $99.87/hour in validation projects, as well as for the revision of procedures, as necessary, in maintaining AN5I-A5Q National 
Accreditation Board (ANAB) accreditation. The Laboratory Technicians will assist in validation projects by preparing and performing Quality Control checks on reagents necessary for

analysis. The Criminalists will validate (in CY 2019) an automated liquid sampler instrument, an automatic lysing liquid sampler instrument, and a next generation genetic profiling 
instrument. Criminalists will continue the validation of a procedural modification for the sampling of bone evidence, as well as new methods for the detection of saliva stains and the 
collection of DNA from expended firearms ammunition casings. In addition. Criminalists will evaluate any other approved technique, procedure, equipment/instrumentation which may be 
deemed useful in improving the efficiency of the forensic analysis of DNA. The Laboratory Technicians will assist in validation projects by preparing and performing Quality Control checks 
on reagents necessary for analysis.

DNA Casework, field collection of DNA samples, and validation overtime is available to Criminalists Aghajanian, Aguirre, An, Antaya, Ariyasu, Barye, F Biraimah, Bittbauer, Broderick, Cabral, 
Calderaro, Canlas, Cummings, Dahdouh, Dal Chele, Do, Donnelly, Dooley, Dorrel, Eichmann, Ergun, Flores, Fox, Francis, Frias, Garcia, M Gonzalez, C Greenfield, D Greenfield, Hawk, Hong, 
Huck, Hunter, Huynh, Hwang, Iwasaki, Kelly, Kim, Kukenas, Lilio, Liwag, Lopez, Mar, Mendoza, Menjivar, Mueck, Munoz, Ng, H Nguyen, Q Nguyen, Park, Perez, Ramirez, Rapisura, Reid, 
Reinarz, Rinehart, Rubin, Jan. Sanchez, Jenn.
