INSTRUCT the Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA), with assistance from City Attorney, to report on 
instituting a program that prioritizes treatment instead of arrest, for persons suffering from 
addiction and substance abuse, using the Angel Program as a model and exploring the potential 
for a partnership with a non-profit like PARRI for the purpose of implementing the program.
