On August 13, 2020, this Office transmitted for your consideration a draft 
ordinance that would amend Subsection (b) of Section 22.210.2 of Article 4, Chapter 10, 
Division 22 of the Los Angeles Administrative Code to update the schedule of charges 
for emergency services to increase basic life support and advanced life support 
ambulance transport fees.
