Re: SUBMITTAL OF PROPOSED REVISIONS TO THE REDISTRICTING PLAN FOR 
THE LOS ANGELES UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 
 
As part of the City Council’s review process of the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) 
Redistricting Commission’s Redistricting Plan, Board Members of the LAUSD Board of 
Education will be provided an opportunity to propose revisions to the maps submitted by the 
Redistricting Commission. The recommended plans will be presented to the Council on 
November 2, 2021, where the Council will have the opportunity to comment and provide input 
to be considered by the Ad Hoc Redistricting Committee.  
 
When submitting proposed revisions, Board Members should submit a letter outlining their 
proposed changes to the Office of the Chief Legislative Analyst (steve.luu@lacity.org). The 
deadline for submitting these proposed changes is Tuesday, November 2nd at 9a.m. (PST) 
which allows staff to complete any technical analysis of the proposed revisions before final 
Council consideration. 
 
Expeditious adoption of any district changes is necessary to allow the City Attorney and the 
Bureau of Engineering to prepare the final technical documents and ordinances necessary to 
implement any adopted changes in a timely manner.  Any questions should be directed Steve 
Luu of the Office of the Chief Legislative Analyst.
