There is no other city facility close by
that the people in the area can utilize for getting help and
information regarding their animals. If city services were not
available, I feel that the animals in the area would suffer. West
Valley is a very busy shelter with the public continually coming in
to relinquish, adopt, ask questions, pay for services, etc. It's not
always easy for people to drive the 20-30 minutes (or longer, if
they have no car, and have to take the city bus) to East Valley to
access those services.
