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I write as a long-time member of the Hollywood community and
currently serve as a member of the Hollywood 4WRD homeless
coalition, as a board member for The Center, and as a mayoral
appointee to the HHH Committee. The current crisis of
homelessness in our city, compounded by the ongoing challenges
associated with Covid and the related economic dislocation
associated therewith, beg for a crisis response unprecedented in
the city's history. I applaud the quick and compassionate actions
taken by the city and LAHSA in March and April when this crisis
started to settle in. We cannot turn back at this time, especially as
we face the unknown trajectory of a virus as winter arrives and the
anticipated inclement weather. The Hollywood community
already willingly hosted a temporary shelter at the Cole
Recreation Center this spring, and I support the re-activation of
this shelter until such time as key indicators indicate that we have
turned the corner on the pandemic and the shelter crisis. This is
the humane thing to do at a time when there is such misery
evident on the faces of those who have no where to go. Here they
can have a bed, a place to store their belongings, access to
restrooms and hygiene services, food and a sense of community.
And, it is easier for case workers/housing navigators to work with
someone who is stabilized in one location, than to to track them
down on the streets. I thank you for giving consideration to
re-activating the Cole Recreation Shelter as a temporary shelter.
