As the Coronavirus has
become a health concern, many of our unhoused neighbors have
faced cutbacks on services, such as food, showers, laundry, and
shelter as facilities limit or close completely as a safety
precaution. As an individual who works in services provided to
unhoused individuals I have seen how the recent closure of soup
kitchens, gyms, libraries, and even some parks have greatly
harmed the unhoused population. Unhoused individuals have few
places to go to safely rest and stay out of the heat. This will lead to
more individuals congregating in the few spaces that are available,
thus creating an increase chance of an individual contracting
Coronavirus.
