PUBLIC WORKS AND GANG REDUCTION COMMITTEE REPORT relative to a twenty-
third amendment to a contract with the Los Angeles Conservation Corps (LACC) to provide
LACC with funding for a tree planting and maintenance services as a part of the Interstate 405
Widening Mitigation Project.

Recommendation for Council action:

AUTHORIZE the Executive Officer, Board of Public Works, or designee, to execute a twenty-
third amendment with the LACC to provide funding for tree planting and maintenance services as
part of the Interstate 405 Widening Mitigation Project, for an additional amount of $89,958.39 for
a total cost not-to-exceed $14,304,969.15, subject to the approval of the City Attorney as to
form.

Fiscal Impact Statement: The City Administrative Officer (CAQO) reports that there is no General
Fund impact. The funding for the proposed amendment is provided by a deposit of funds from
the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority in the Public Works Trust Fund.

Financial Policies Statement: The CAO reports that the recommendations in this report comply
with the City's Financial Policies in that current year revenues are used for current year
expenses.

Community Impact Statement: None submitted.

SUMMARY:

At a regular meeting held on December 2, 2020 the Public Works and Gang Reduction
Committee telephonically considered a CAO report relative to a twenty-third amendment to a
contract with the LACC to provide LACC with funding for a tree planting and maintenance
services as a part of the Interstate 405 Widening Mitigation Project. After providing an
opportunity for public comment, the Committee approved the recommendations in the CAO
report, as detailed above. This matter is now transmitted to Council for its consideration.
