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MOTION

I MOVE that the matter relative to the EXEMPTION from the California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guideline Section 15061(b)(3) and Article II, Section 1 of the
City CEQA Guidelines; HOUSING AND HOMELESSNESS COMMITTEE REPORT and
ORDINANCE FIRST CONSIDERATION relative to amending Section 151.09 of Article 1,
Chapter XV, and Section 165.03 of Article 5, Chapter XVI of the Los Angeles Municipal Code
(LAMC) 1n furtherance of the public interest to avoid forfeiture, limit displacement and
homelessness, and restrict evictions for nonpayment of rent that is not material as specified, Item
No. 12 on today’s Special Council Agenda (C.F. 21-0042-S4), BE AMENDED to adopt the
following language for inclusion into the ordinance on this matter:

1. Add anew Section 3 as follows:
“Sec. 3 Section 165.10 is added to Article 5 of Chapter XVI of the Los Angeles
Municipal Code to read as follows:

Section 165.10

If any provision of this article is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by any
court of competent jurisdiction, that invalidity shall not affect the remaining provisions of
this article which can be implemented without the invalid provisions, and to this end, the
provisions of this article are declared to be severable. The City Council hereby declares
that it would have adopted this article and each provision thereof irrespective of whether
any one or more provisions are found invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise
unenforceable.”

2. Update Section 3 relating to the Urgency Clause to read as follows:
“See—3. Sec. 4 URGENCY CLAUSE.”
