Recommendation for Council action, pursuant to Motion (Rodriguez - Bonin): 
 
DIRECT the Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA) to report in 15 days, on the current process for investigating 
the LAPD’s whistleblower complaints and a process to reform those investigations, in order to provide 
greater independent oversight outside the jurisdiction of the LAPD, which should include review by the 
District Attorney.
