 I HEREBY MOVE that Recommendation No. 1 of the PUBLIC SAFETY 

COMMITTEE REPORT relative to examining the feasibility of both temporary and 

permanent traffic calming measures including but not limited to speed humps, rumble 

strips, raised center medians, curb extensions, and traffic circles, in light of the 

increasingly dangerous nature of illegal street racing on local roads (Item 34 on today’s 

Council agenda, Council file No. 21-0870) be AMENDED as follows: 

 
INSTRUCT the Los Angeles Department of Transportation and the Bureau of 
Street Services, in coordination with the Los Angeles Police Department Street 
Racing Task Force and the Bureau of Engineering and the Los Angeles 
Fire Department, to report with recommendations on a menu of traffic calming 
measures that can be implemented at locations where illegal street racing 
occurs, including temporary devices that can be quickly installed and removed. 
The report should include a map overlaying known racing corridors and 
intersections with Vision Zero traffic data.
