At this
time, however, we are respectfully requesting that the item be continued to a later date because we
are concerned that certain aspects of the update could have an adverse impact on development.

Specifically, the proposed Floor Area Ration (FAR) and height provisions could impose
unwarranted and onerous limitations on development, thereby stunting Hollywood’s growth.
Encouraging high-density transit-oriented developments is one of the clear goals of this update. The
low level FAR and height limitations are a step backwards in achieving that goal.

As stakeholders in Hollywood, we appreciate the City’s vision for this area and inclusion of certain
measures to ensure that Hollywood develops in a sustainable and healthy manner. Thank you for
considering these comments, and we urge you to consider these changes.
