
Sec. 22.1301. Duties of the Department.

The Department, on behalf of the City, shall:

Sec. 22.1304. Cooperation of Other City Departments.
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All departments, employees, and officers of the City of Los Angeles shall cooperate to 
the fullest extent with the Department provided, however, that no department, 
employee, or officer shall be required to do anything that would conflict with their duties 
as established by the Charter or other applicable law.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES 
DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

(e) Advise the Mayor and the City Council on the City youth program to 
ensure efficient use of City resources and the greatest return on investment; and

(b) Review and report on all youth-serving activities within all City 
departments, including the collection of programmatic information that is 
necessary to obtain baseline data about the quality of the City's youth 
development efforts;

(a) Serve as the central information center for the public to access 
youth services in the City of Los Angeles;

(c) Develop a road map for long-term youth program planning;

(d) Coordinate with other City departments, regional agencies, and 
other providers of youth services to develop a City-wide three-year Youth 
Development Strategic Plan;

(f) Provide necessary staffing for the Olivia Mitchell Youth Council.
