3. DIRECT LAPD and LAFD to report with recommendations to develop a point system to elevate
City candidates in the hiring process

SUMMARY

At the meeting held on January 19, 2022, your Public Safety Committee considered a Motion (Buscaino -
Rodriguez) relative to increasing the recruitment and hiring of City residents and establishing an
incentive program for current personnel who successfully recruit City residents to join the LAPD and
LAFD.

After an opportunity for public comment was held, the Committee moved to approve the
recommendations contained in the Motion as amended, as detailed above.

Subsequently, on February 16, 2022, the Personnel, Audits and Animal Welfare Committee also
considered this matter and after providing an opportunity for public comment, the Personnel, Audits and
Animal Welfare Committee concurred with the recommendations made previously by the Public Safety
Committee. This matter is now forwarded to the Council for its consideration.
