Fair Chance Housing ordinance is critical to the success of the program and is a piece that
must be included in its final iteration. That element is:

Create a private right of action for prospective renters, or organizations

acting on their behalf, with attorneys’ fees, and implement penalties for

violations of the ordinance to encourage adherence to the provisions of the

Fair Chance Housing Ordinance, discourage discriminatory and/or arbitrary

landlord screening practices, and otherwise strengthen the enforceability

of the Fair Chance Housing Ordinance.
