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As a 31+-year resident of the west rim of Potrero Canyon in Pacific Palisades, I fully
support the draft ordinance amendment to LAMC Sec. 63.44.B.14(c), submitted by
the City Attorney in CF 22-1472. City officials have long promised the Palisades
community — dating back, at least, to express representations made in the 1985 EIR
for the Potrero Canyon park project, and in repeated public and private assurances to
residents in the ensuing 38 years — that the hours of operation for this large, passive
regional park would be from sunrise to sunset (closed during nighttime hours, dusk
to dawn or sunset to sunrise). This is a significant matter of public security and
safety. I urge the City Council to expedite consideration and adoption of this
ordinance amendment. I further note the public position of Pacific Palisades
Community Council (PPCC), calling for signage specifying that the park’s hours of
operation are from sunrise to sunset:
