
CARRIE FISHER (Princess Leia), actress, writer and daughter of Debbie Reynolds and Eddie 
Fisher made her film debut in “Shampoo” and went on to become a cultural icon playing Princess 
Leia in the original “Star Wars” trilogy. Since then she has starred in such hits as “When Harry 
Met Sally,” “Hannah and Her Sisters” and “The Blues Brothers,” to name a few. Her television 
credits include “Laverne & Shirley,” “Sex and the City” and “30 Rock,” for which she received 
an Emmy® nomination.

Fisher’s bestselling novel, “Postcards from the Edge,” netted her the Los Angeles Pen Award for 
Best First Novel. Fisher penned the “Postcards” screenplay for the Oscar®-nominated film, 
starring Shirley MacLaine and Meryl Streep. Three novels and two memoirs have 
followed: “Delusions of Grandma,” “Surrender the Pink,” “The Best Awful,” “Wishful Drinking” 
and “Shockaholic.” Fisher performed her one-woman stage version of “Wishful Drinking” on 
Broadway, which went on to be filmed for HBO and nominated for an Emmy® Award.
