PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE REPORT relative to sustainable solutions and best practices for 
sidewalk repairs, implemented by other cities, that preserve the City's mature street trees while ensuring 
safe sidewalks; and, securing federal funding under the urban forestry program of the new infrastructure 
bill.

the steps necessary, or already underway, to secure federal funding under the urban forestry 
program of the new infrastructure bill.
