Whereas the seven Commissioners on the Board of Neighborhood Commissioners represent 
the seven diverse geographic areas of the Neighborhood Council System.  
 
Whereas the Board of Neighborhood Commissioners makes and oversees policies on behalf of 
the Neighborhood Council System. 
 
Therefore, the Rampart Village Neighborhood Council requests that all elected officials in the
