e Policed 140 unincorporated communities, protected 38 Superior Courts, and managed the nation’s largest local jail system
with a housing capacity of nearly 20,000 inmates;
e Served as Director of Homeland Security-Mutual Aid for California Region | (serving over 13 million people);
