Where development standards in 
Specific Plans, Supplemental Use Districts, Redevelopment Plans. or other overlays 
contain similar landscaping regulations, these standards may be used to satisfy 
Mandatory and Elective Standards in the Landscape and Site Design Point System. In 
instances where the provisions of this Section 12.40 of this Code or the Landscape and 
Site Design Point System conflict with any provisions of any Specific Plan, Supplemental 
Use District, Redevelopment Plans, OF other overlay, or other general provisions of the 
Zoning Code, the more restrictive provisions shall prevail.

• recommended winter watering after plant establishment

• once-yearly inspection for hazards and other emergent issues
