Since 1984, Chrysalis has empowered more than 85,000 individuals facing systemic barriers to 
employment—such as homelessness and long-term unemployment—to secure meaningful 
work. Because our vision is to change lives through jobs, we have focused on preparing individuals 
for future environmental services roles. Recently, Chief Moore welcomed us to the table and 
enabled Chrysalis to participate in the ongoing effort to reduce wildfire risk in the Sepulveda 
Basin. Alongside numerous Los Angeles City agencies, government leaders at all levels, and 
nonprofit partners, Chrysalis crews were able to build on their professional certifications and gain 
hands-on vegetation management experience.
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
