We have a day care that has struggled with
the illegal activity in those encampments. The individuals have
tried to break into the property to take equipment and toys used for
the children. The unhoused individuals are constantly going into
our yards in their bikes and helping themselves to anything they
want. They make a lot of noise at night making impossible to
sleep because all the dogs in the neighborhood will not stop
barking. They have started fires. There have been shootings. They
have started fights. They harass pedestrians, particularly when
they do not recognize them as residents of the area and have
threatened them. They have stolen the streetlights wiring so the
streets are in darkness. They steal from our local businesses in
plain view and day time. They have no regard for people's
property or well being. THIS MUST STOP! RESTORE SAFETY
